Structure
Cinquain poems have five lines. Each line uses descriptive words
and phrases to create images of the topic.

Rhythm

Cinquain poems have a simple rhythm, created by the number of
syllables in each line. The number of syllables in each line begins
with two and increases by two syllables per line as the poem
progresses (except for the last line which has only two syllables).

Rhyming Pattern
Cinquain poems do not usually rhyme.

Here is an example cinquain poem about snowflakes.
